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JUBILEE YEAR 2025 — PILGRIMS OF HOPE

What Is a Jubilee Year?

A Jubilee Year is traditionally proclaimed by the Universal Church every 25 years. It is a particular year set aside to encourage
the faithful to embark on pilgrimages, to repent of their sins and forgive the sins of others, and to renew a focus on the spir-
itual life. In the Hebrew tradition, as recorded in Leviticus, a Jubilee was celebrated every 50 years with the freeing of slaves
and the forgiveness of debts. In 1300, Pope Boniface VIII instituted the first Christian Jubilee, and since then the Church has
designated each new Jubilee as a special year of grace and forgiveness, offering the faithful an opportunity to obtain a plenary
indulgence.

The 2025 Jubilee will be centered on the theme “Pilgrims of Hope.” As His Holiness Pope Francis so beautifully expressed

it: "We must fan the flame of hope that has been given us, and help everyone to gain new strength and certainty by looking to

the future with an open spirit, a trusting heart and far-sighted vision." The Jubilee begins on December 24, 2024, with the
official Opening of the Holy Door of Saint Peter’s Basilica, and runs to January 6, 2026,

012° the Feast Day of Epiphany, with the Closing of the Holy Door.

HOPE

The pope prayed that the Holy Year would be marked by “deep faith, lively hope and active charity.”

A holy year or jubilee is a time of pilgrimage, prayer, repentance and acts of mercy, based on the Old Testament tradition of a
jubilee year of rest, forgiveness and renewal. Holy years also are a time when Catholics make pilgrimages to designated
churches and shrines, recite special prayers, go to confession and receive Communion to receive a plenary indulgence, which
is a remission of the temporal punishment due for one’s sins.

Unlike in previous jubilee years, the only holy doors that will be open will be in Rome: St. Peter’s Basilica, St. John Lateran, St.
Mary Major and St. Paul Outside the Walls. However, for people who cannot travel to Italy on pilgrimage, the archdiocese
has established 24 pilgrimage sites at local parishes in each vicariate. By fulfilling the usual requirements, the faithful can ob-
tain a plenary indulgence by visiting the sites.

To prepare and engage in the holy year, Todd Williamson, director of the archdiocese’s Office for Divine Worship, recom-
mends reading “Spes Non Confundit,” the bull of indication for the jubilee year.

“Pope Francis does set out what his intent is,” Williamson said. “And in the midst of everything that is going on in the world
right now, to reinvest in the Christian virtue of hope through their own prayer, through participating in the pilgrimage sites,
by following the Holy Father during the year for his writings and his homilies, he will touch on that.”

In addition to individual acts of charity, love and kindness such as feeding the hungry, welcoming the stranger or visiting the
sick and the imprisoned, Pope Francis has continued his predecessors’ practice of observing the jubilee by calling on govern-
ments to reduce the foreign debt of the poorest countries, grant amnesty to certain prisoners and strengthen programs to
help migrants and refugees settle in their new homes.

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POPE FRANCIS NAMES FIVE NEW
AUXILIARY BISHOPS FOR THE
ARCHDIOCESE OF CHICAGO

The episcopal ordination of the bishops-elect will take place
at Holy Name Cathedral early in 2025.

On December 20, the Vatican announced that Pope Francis
has appointed five new auxiliary bishops for the Archdiocese
of Chicago: Bishops-elect Timothy J. O'Malley, Lawrence J.
Sullivan, José Maria Garcia-Maldonado, Robert M. Fedek,
and John S. Siemianowski. The episcopal ordination of the
bishops-elect will take place at Holy Name Cathedral in early
2025 at a date to be announced. The bishops-elect will re-
main in their present assignments for the time being. Chang-
es in their archdiocesan roles are announced in due course.

“We are grateful to the Holy Father for the gift of these new
auxiliary bishops,” said Cardinal Blase J. Cupich, archbishop
of Chicago. “These fine archdiocesan priests reflect the peo-
ple of this particular church and the many talents of our local
presbyterate. Yet, each has a solid and notable record of
pastoral service rooted in their shared fidelity to the Gospel
and their generosity in using their unique gifts for the good
of the church and society.”

Bishop-elect Timothy J. 0’'Malley,
named titular bishop of Numida, was
born Dec. 17, 1959 in Evergreen Park
and was ordained to priesthood in
1997. Bishop-elect O’Malley served as
associate pastor at St. Agnes of Bohe-
mia Parish in Chicago from 1997 to
2002 and then as pastor of St. James
Parish, Highwood until 2007. He was
pastor of St. Joseph Parish in Round
Lake from 2007 to 2015 and St. Gene-
vieve Parish from 2015 to 2018, in Chicago. In 2018, he was
named pastor of Most Blessed Trinity Parish in Waukegan
where he currently serves.

Bishop-elect Lawrence J. Sullivan,
named titular bishop of Lamfua, was
born Jan. 22, 1966 in Chicago. He was
ordained to the priesthood in 1992.
Bishop-elect Sullivan served as associ-
ate pastor, and later pastor of St. Cel-
estine Parish in ElImwood Park. He
was named pastor of St. Christina
Parish in 2008 and of Christ the King
Parish in 2014, both in Chicago. In
addition to his parish assignments,
Bishop-elect Sullivan has worked in the bereavement minis-

tries of the archdiocese since 2013 as associate priest direc-
tor and as interim priest director of Catholic Cemeteries.

Bishop-elect José Maria Garcia-
Maldonado, appointed titular bish-
op of Fallaba, was born March 24,
1979, in San Julian, Jalisco, Mexico.
He was ordained to the priesthood
in 2008 and was named associate
pastor of St. Sylvester Parish in Chi-
cago. Bishop-elect José Maria Gar-
cia-Maldonado served as associate
pastor of the Shrine of Our Lady of
Guadalupe in Des Plaines and then
as administrator and pastor of Good Shepherd Parish in Chi-
cago. In 2021, he was named pastor of St. Jose Sanchez del
Rio Parish, Chicago where he continues to serve.

Ojciec Swiety zapowiada, ze 24 grudnia biezgcego roku

otworzy drzwi Swiete bazyliki watykanskiej, 29 grudnia

bazyliki Sw. Jana na Lateranie, 1 stycznia 2025 roku zostang
one

otworzone w bazylice Matki Bozej Wiekszej, zas 5 stycznia w
bazylice Sw. Pawtfa za Murami. W tych trzech ostatnich
bazylikach drzwi Swiete zostang zamkniete przed niedzielg
28 grudnia 2025 roku. Rok Swiety zostanie zainaugurowany
w katedrach i konkatedrach poszczegdlnych diecezji 29
grudnia br., a zakonczony 28 grudnia 2025 roku. Jubileusz
zakonczy sie zamknieciem drzwi Swietych w bazylice
watykanskiej 6 stycznia 2026 roku.

»Zblizajacy sie Jubileusz bedzie Rokiem Swietym,
charakteryzujagcym sie nadziejg, ktéra nie gasnie, nadziejg w
Bogu” — stwierdza Franciszek w bulli zaczynajacej sie od stow
stéw Sw. Pawta ,Nadzieja zawies¢ nie moze” (Rz 5, 5). W
dokumencie tym Ojciec Swiety wskazuje miedzy innymi
gtéwne cele i etapy tego wydarzenia.

Na poczatku papiez podkresla znaczenie nadziei w zyciu
chrzescijaniskim, a osoby pragnace przezyc ten Jubileusz

okresla jako pielgrzymdéw nadziei. Nastepnie przypomina
nauczanie biblijne, wskazujac, iz z cnotg nadziei wigze sie
cnota cierpliwosci.

Kolejny fragment dokumentu poswiecony jest
przypomnieniu, czym jest Rok Swiety i zaproszeniu
pielgrzymdéw do Rzymu, aby przezyli doswiadczenie
nawrdcenia. Dodaje, ze mozliwe tez bedzie uzyskanie task
jubileuszowych w Kosciotach lokalnych. W tym kontekscie
Franciszek kieruje szczegdlne zaproszenie do wiernych
Kosciotéw wschodnich.

Franciszek stwierdza, ze potrzeba pokoju stanowi wyzwanie
dla wszystkich i zacheca do podjecia negocjacji
prowadzacych do trwatego pokoju. Nastepnie zwraca uwage
na dramatyczny spadek liczby urodzin i wzywa do otwartosci
na zycie. Ojciec Swiety przypomina, ze taska Roku Swietego
powinna takze wigzac sie z amnestig dla wieznidw.
Zapowiada, ze bedzie chciat osobiscie otworzy¢ drzwi Swiete
w jednym z zaktaddéw karnych. Apeluje o otoczenie troska
chorych i mtodziezy, zwtaszcza zapewniajac jej prace.
Podkresla potrzebe otwartosci na migrantéw i uchodzcéw.
Apeluje o docenianie wktadu oséb starszych a takze
wrazliwos¢ na potrzeby ubogich.

Franciszek wskazuje, ze fundamentem nadziei jest dla
chrzescijan wiara w zycie wieczne. Zacheca do odkrycia daru
nowego zycia otrzymanego w sakramencie chrztu swietego.
Podkresla znacznie swiadectwa meczennikéw. ,Musimy
strzec ich Swiadectwa, aby nasza nadzieja byta owocna” —
przekonuje Ojciec Swiety. Proponuje, aby podczas Jubileuszu
miata miejsce celebracja ekumeniczna, ukazujgca bogactwo
ich Swiadectwa.

Papiez podkresla znaczenie jubileuszowego odpustu,
przeznaczonego szczegodlnie dla tych, ktorzy odeszli przed
nami. Zwraca uwage, na potrzebe sakramentu spowiedzi Sw.
i aktow przebaczenia. Uwypukla role misjonarzy
mitosierdzia, ktorzy powinni udawac sie miedzy innymi do
wiezien, szpitali, ,,aby nikt nie byt pozbawiony mozliwosci
otrzymania przebaczenia i pocieszenia Boga”. Podkresla role
sanktuariéw maryjnych, jako uprzywilejowanych miejsc
budzenia nadziei.

. Zblizajacy sie Jubileusz bedzie zatem Rokiem Swietym,
charakteryzujagcym sie nadziejg, ktéra nie gasnie, nadziejg w
Bogu” — stwierdza Ojciec Swiety. ,Niech moc nadziei
wypetnia naszg terazniejszos¢, w ufnym oczekiwaniu na
powrot Pana Jezusa Chrystusa, ktéremu niech bedzie czes¢ i
chwata teraz i na przyszte wieki” — pisze papiez na
zakonczenie bulli.
