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SAINTS OF THE WEEK:

August 26 — FEAST OF
OUR LADY OF
CZESTOCHOWA

“Through Poland’s very turbulent histo-
ry Our Lady of Czestochowa has always
stood as the epitome of perfect moth-
erhood, loving and forgiving.” The Vir-

; i gin Mary’s suffering is the essence of
the Polish soul, PoI|sh culture, Polish Catholicism, Polish his-
tory and of all Polish mothers. She has been the most power-
ful symbol of “Polishness” since the painting was brought to
Czestochowa in 1382 when Poland was coming a nation-
hood. Through Poland’s very turbulent history (the Russian
partitions, WWII, and post-war communism) Our Lady of
Czestochowa has always stood as the epitome of perfect
motherhood, loving and forgiving, protector of her children
who shared her grief in losing her son to a violent death on
the cross. “The popular image of the “Queen of Poland” can
be found in many Polish homes, where people pray for help
in both personal and national safe-keeping.”

SAINT MONICA
August 27

The circumstances of St. Monica’s life
could have made her a nagging wife, a
bitter daughter-in-law, and a despairing
parent, yet she did not give way to any
of these temptations. Although she was
a Christian, her parents gave her in
marriage to a pagan, Patricius, who lived in her hometown of
Tagaste in North Africa. Patricius had some redeeming fea-
tures, but he had a violent temper and was licentious. Mon-
ica also had to bear with a cantankerous mother-in-law who
lived in her home. Patricius criticized his wife because of her
charity and piety, but always respected her. Monica’s prayers
and example finally won her husband and mother-in-law to
Christianity. Her husband died in 371, one year after his bap-
tism.

Monica had at least three children who survived infancy. The
oldest, Augustine, is the most famous. At the time of his fa-
ther’s death, Augustine was 17 and a rhetoric student in Car-
thage. Monica was distressed to learn that her son had ac-
cepted the Manichean heresy—"all flesh is evil”—and was
living an immoral life. For a while, she refused to let him eat
or sleep in her house. Then one night she had a vision that
assured her Augustine would return to the faith. From that
time on, she stayed close to her son, praying and fasting for
him. In fact she often stayed much closer than Augustine
wanted.

When he was 29, Augustine decided to go to Rome to teach
rhetoric. Monica was determined to go along. One night he
told his mother that he was going to the dock to say goodbye
to a friend. Instead he set sail for Rome. Monica was heart-
broken when she learned of Augustine’s trick, but she still
followed him. She arrived in Rome only to find that he had
left for Milan. Although travel was difficult, Monica pursued
him to Milan.

In Milan, Augustine came under the influence of the bishop,
St. Ambrose, who also became Monica’s spiritual director.
She accepted his advice in everything and had the humility to
give up some practices that had become second nature to
her. Monica became a leader of the devout women in Milan
as she had been in Tagaste.

She continued her prayers for Augustine during his years of
instruction. At Easter 387, St. Ambrose baptized Augustine
and several of his friends. Soon after, his party left for Africa.
Although no one else was aware of it, Monica knew her life
was near the end. She told Augustine, “Son, nothing in this
world now affords me delight. | do not know what there is
now left for me to do or why | am still here, all my hopes in
this world being now fulfilled.” She became ill shortly after
and suffered severely for nine days before her death.

Almost all we know about St. Monica is in the writings of St.
Augustine, especially his Confessions.

St. AUGUSTINE

August 28

There quickly surfaces the intensity with which he lived his
life, whether his path led away from or toward God. The
tears of his mother, the instructions of Ambrose and, most of
all, God himself speaking to him in the Scriptures, redirected
Augustine’s love of life to a life of love.
Having been so deeply immersed in creature-pride of life in
his early days and having drunk deeply of its bitter dregs, it is
not surprising that Augustine should have turned, with a holy
fierceness, against the many demon-thrusts rampant in his
day. His times were truly decadent: politically, socially, mor-
ally. He was both feared and loved, like the Master. The per-
ennial criticism leveled against him: a fundamental rigorism.
In his day, Augustine providentially fulfilled the office of
prophet. Like Jeremiah and other greats, he was hard-
pressed but could not keep quiet. “I say to myself, | will not
mention him/I will speak in his name no more/But then it
becomes like fire burning in my heart/imprisoned in my
bones/I grow weary holding it in/l cannot endure
it” (Jeremiah 20:9).

Faith in Marriage

Question:
What kind of religious practices should we begin, once we
marry, to help us practice our faith each day?

Answer:

Your spiritual life as a couple is important. The sacrament of
Marriage is a gift and a grace, but living it well isn’t always
easy! It requires intentionality and perseverance. Growing
your spiritual life as a couple also requires a plan. Life can be
incredibly busy. There’s never “enough time” for everything
we want to do. But we can live by our priorities. If we don’t
prioritize prayer, we'll find it slowly disappear from our lives.

Swieto to miato by¢ obchodzone w $rode po 24
sierpnia.

Po raz pierwszy obchodzono jg 29 sierpnia 1906 r. W 1931 r.
papiez Pius Xl ustalit jako uroczystos¢ dzien 26 sierpnia.
Pierwszy raz tego dnia czczono Matke Bozg Jasnogdrskg w
1932 r. w ramach obchodoéw jubileuszu 550-lecia Jasnej Gory.
diecezjach polskich uroczystos¢ wprowadzano stopniowo od
1910 r. Dekretem Kongregacji Obrzeddw z dnia 26
pazdziernika 1956 — na prosbe kard. Stefana Wyszynskiego —
uroczystosc liturgiczna zostata przyznana wszystkim
diecezjom w Polsce. Zgodnie z decyzjg Piusa XIl swieto to
obchodzone jest jako uroczystosé catego Kosciota katolickiego
w Polsce.

Prymas Wyszynski w 1957 roku w Czestochowie rozpoczat
program odnowy moralno-duchowej Polski w czasach opres;ji
komunistycznych, zwany Wielka Nowennga. Zakonczyto ja w
1966 roku ponowne powierzenie catego narodu opiece Matki
Bozej z okazji tysigclecia Chrztu Polski. W tym czasie
przygotowan kopia obrazu jasnogoérskiego przewedrowata
wszystkie diecezje polskie. Nie zabrakto momentéw
dramatycznych, kiedy to wtadze komunistyczne uwiezity
wedrujgcg kopie zakazujac jej peregrynacji. Zakonczeniem
uroczystosci nowennowych byta kolejna koronacja obrazu i
odnowienie $lubéw Jana Kazimierza.

Nowy akt zawierzenia zostat razem z podobnym aktem z
1966 r. umieszczony w specjalnej tubie obok Cudownego
Obrazu Matki Bozej Czestochowskiej, ktéry do dzis cieszy sie
wielka czcia.

Monika i Augustyn - matka i syn.
Dzisiaj wcigz zachwyca postac tego
wielkiego mysliciela, ktory
prowadzac grzeszne i
nieuporzadkowane zycie, u kresu
ziemskiej drogi zostat biskupem Hippony. Jako profesor
retoryki w Mediolanie spotkat on katolickiego biskupa tego
miasta Ambrozego. To miato decydujace znaczenie dla niego w
pdzniejszym nawrdceniu. W Mediolanie prowadzi poczgtkowo
filozoficzne dysputy z przyjaciétmi. | wcigz poszukuje swej
drogi, para sie astrologia. Na dodatek przyjezdza do niego
matka. Wymowki kochajacej matki bola; Monika wyrzuca
synowi niewtfasciwy tryb zycia i wzywa do ustabilizowania.

Pod wptywem rozmow z matkg i przyjaciotmi Augustyn
rozstaje sie z konkubing, z ktérg ma syna. Wkrétce zostaje
katechumenem mediolanskiego biskupa Ambrozego. Duzo
czyta m.in. listy Sw. Pawfa i rozmysla. W tym okresie
katechumenatu miat ustysze¢ w ogrodzie tajemniczy gtos
powtarzajgcy: wez to i czytajl. Gdy otworzyt Biblie na
przypadkowej stronicy, znalazt fragment méwigcy o
zaniechaniu ucztowania i uprawiania rozpusty oraz o
»przyobleczeniu sie w Chrystusa”. Byt to moment przetomu. W
387 r. w Mediolanie przyjmuje chrzest.

Wkrétce po tym wydarzeniu, juz spokojna o syna, umiera
Matka. Monike pochowano w Ostii w kosciele sw. Aurei. W
1430 roku ciato zostato przeniesione do Rzymu i umieszczono
je w kosciele sw. Tryfona, ktdry pdzniej przemianowano na
kosciot Sw. Augustyna. Tam spoczywajg do dzisiaj w osobnej
kaplicy w specjalnym sarkofagu.

Augustyn za$ wraca do rodzinnej Tagasty gdzie zatozyt
wspoélnote mniszg. W 396 roku umart biskup Hippony
Waleriusz, a Augustyn zostat obrany jego nastepca. W 430 r.
Augustyn umiera w czasie oblezenia miasta przez Wandalow.
Spoczat w Hipponie (Algieria) w katedrze, ktdrg byta Basilica
Pacis. W rok po smierci - 431 papiez Celestyn I, z ktorym
Augustyn prowadzit korespondencje, gtdwnie na temat herezji
pelagianizmu, w jednym ze swoich listow pisat z uznaniem o
jego madrosci i miat go nazwac jednym ze swoich najlepszych
nauczycieli. Jego relikwie przeniesiono do Sardynii - o czym
pisat w 725 r. mnich Beda Czcigodny. Od niego takze
dowiadujemy sie, ze ze relikwie $w. Augustyna przywieziono
do Pawii ok. r. 722 roku. Sensacjg archeologiczng byto ich
odkrycie w 1695 roku w kosciele Sw. Piotra w Pawii.
Odnalezione szczatki znajdowaty sie w specjalnej urnie
pochodzgcej z 6smego wieku.
